A number of people emailed me to say they had tried to print a recent Blog I 

wrote and for some reason were unable to print it.

 It is my opinion that we have a KC governing us with a belief that they too know 

better what is good for the rest of us in dogs, which since the notorious PDE   

documentary has created a mass of new restrictions and regulations without first  

engaging their brains into determining whether or not what they have created 

will work for the betterment of dogs.

Tipp & Joseph Tagg 

On December 12th, 1953, Tip and her master, Joseph Tagg, an eighty-one year-old 

retired gamekeeper from Bamford, England, had been out on one of their long walks on 

the Howden (high Derbyshire) moors when the old man passed away. 

For fifteen weeks search parties failed, and were set back due to severe frost and 

snow storms. The man and dog were presumed dead, when, a couple of men rounding up 

stray sheep in early spring came across the body of Tip's master, with a starving and 

sickly Tip on guard beside it. She had waited for over three months, through the worst of 

winter, for help to come for the one she loved. 

Tip spent her last year with a niece of Joseph Tagg, where she was awarded the    

highest order of canine chivalry. A year after her death, a memorial shrine was unveiled 

along the banks of Derwent Dam, in  Derbyshire. 

 
Woodie 

Woodie, was a mixed breed collie, owned by Rae Anne Knitter of Cleveland, Ohio, USA 

One day, Rae and her boyfriend Ray, were out together on a hike with Woodie. Ray went 

out to the ledge of an eighty foot shale cliff to get a picture, when he slipped over the 

edge. Woodie leapt down after him. When rescuers arrived at the bottom, Woodie was 

beside Ray nudging his head out from the water of the stream bed they landed in. Woodie 

had also broken both of his hips in the leap. Both did survive the ordeal.

I t was 1997. 
 

The time was right, our family had been dog-less for three whole years and we 
were ready for another one. Three years ago we lost our lovely Dalmatian, 
Amy, she was a super dog but quite hard work. This time I was going to think 
very carefully about which breed to pick. My sons were still young and I led a 
busy life so needed an easy dog that would fit in. I researched carefully by 
looking at lots of breeds in dog books and yes I know this sounds ludicrous 
now but I wasn’t computer literate and could only rely on the information I had 
at the time. Bingo, I found a small dog that didn’t shed much hair, no doggy 
smell, didn’t bark, made cute yodelling sounds, had interesting cat like      
behaviour and ran like a deer.  Super, I was still busy with children and this 
dog would slot in perfectly, in fact we would hardly know it was there 
   I did learn about breed rescues and thought it would be a worthwhile thing to 
take in an unwanted Basenji. We were put in touch with a family who were 
looking to rehome their dog so I made contact and off we went to see him.  
What a jolly chap, Benji, registered name Chief Yogel, bred by Mrs B Farlam, 
DOB 17/09/1994. 
   He greeted us by pinching the tea towel that was hanging up in the kitchen 
and gambled around the room playfully. He then climbed onto the back of the 
settee to sniff us thoroughly. 
   I asked the family why they needed to re-home him and they told me it was 
because they couldn’t do anything with him, strangely alarm bells didn’t ring. 
They then proceeded to tell me he’d never met a cat, we had 3, he wasn’t 
good in the car and screamed when they tried to leave him in kennels.      
Apparently they had got him from a pet shop. Now could I hear bells? Well 
maybe a bit but we’d had dogs before and trained them so there shouldn’t be 
a problem. 
   And so Benji came home with us. It was maybe a day or so before we       
wondered what we had done.

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   We thought we were getting a dog, instead we got something that looked like 
a dog, but didn’t behave like dogs we’d had before and if crossed could 
change into a wild beast very quickly. 
   The first real run in was when he got onto our bed, after a little play I wanted 
him off, ten minutes later this still hadn’t happened and by now he was high as 
a kite. I went to take hold of his collar and he growled and snapped. I was very 
taken a back and went to give him a tap on the bottom, first mistake! I then 
decided to handle the problem with a quick spray from a water pistol. No one 
told me to not let him see it and he leapt at me and hung from my jumper. 
   As I have already said I wasn’t computer literate and I must have read the 
wrong books because none gave any hint of this side to Basenjis. We had 
Benji for eleven and a half years and in all that time I only ever came across 
another one, unfortunately the family weren’t interested in comparing notes. 
   So here we were with a dog that had learned to sit (on a good day), and that 

was all, he also had an uncertain temper and if 
he didn’t get his own way could be very difficult 
to handle.  The few people that we did meet that 
allegedly knew of Basenjis all said, “They are   
un-trainable!” 
   If he got something he shouldn’t it was        
practically impossible to get it off him. He once 
managed to find a sliver of bone which got stuck 
in the back of his throat. After a struggle I      
managed to  remove it only to have him snap at 
me and try to retrieve the offending bone. 
   Don’t get me wrong he was a very lovable and 
interesting dog as well and we never once    
considered giving him up, he was a member of 
the family, albeit an eccentric and difficult one.  
   One day I bumped into a person who was  
familiar with Basenjis and he gave me a piece of 
advice that was to prove invaluable. The advice 
was to talk him down if he became whipped up 
and aggressive. We took this on board as much 
as we could and it still holds true today, we all 
know how important it is to stay calm and in  

control. I now know that Basenji’s over react and can quickly go over the top. 
   We never did progress with training him, it didn’t help that he was totally        
un-motivated by food. Of course with the knowledge we have now I’m sure it 
would be a different story. 
   The first time we took Benji on holiday we took him to the beach and let him 
off the lead, we didn’t know any better. He shot off into the sea after a seagull, 
he raced in until the water was quite deep and then suddenly realised that 
water was wet. After wading ashore he ran riot amongst the sand hills and I 
shouted in vain to get him back. 
   He completely and utterly ignored me and it was only when I stormed off in 
the opposite direction that I got him back. Needless to say I was more careful 
about where and when I let him free.

   He had a rather interesting habit of going upstairs backwards and did this 
frequently. He could move at quite a speed and seemed to enjoy watching 
you chase him, he knew we didn’t want him up there unsupervised. 
   One day he managed to escape when we had workmen in the house he 
bolted out of the front door and ran like the wind with sons and myself in hot 
pursuit. Unfortunately he ran straight under a car and very luckily escaped 
with a scraped bottom and a few cuts on his head. He needed one cut on his 
cheek stitching up and he had a scar. People used to look at it and ask me if 
he was a fighter.  Just before he got hit my son shouted out “Oh no !” and I 
assume because his voice was the last thing Benji heard before the car hit 
him he blamed my son and refused to go for a walk with him after. If he tried 
to take him he would drag his bottom along the ground and keep looking 
back at the house. He was fine with anyone else and would walk quite    
happily. 
   Benji was very indifferent about food but did used to spend ages burying it 
to eat later, I presume. He would carry the food in his mouth until he found a 
suitable spot, usually in the corner of the room, he then proceeded to cover it 
with imaginary dirt. He would scrape his 
nose along the carpet or up the walls 
and you could hear it squeaking. Some-
times after spending five minutes hiding 
it , he would suddenly decide the place 
was unsafe and he would then begin the 
whole process again somewhere else. 
The problem was the other dogs in the 
family would watch and then go over 
and take the food once he’s left it. 
   He was rather prone to accidents and 
had already had a broken leg when we 
got him. We were having the house 
rewired and Benji snuck off upstairs, we 
didn’t notice him missing until we heard 
a dreadful screaming. He ran to us 
screaming and snarling, not knowing 
whether he wanted comfort from us or to 
bite. We had no idea what had hap-
pened until Howard went upstairs and 
found a junction box that was slightly 
wet. He got a shock off it too, but poor 
Benji had got 240 volts through his teeth. After a check at the vets, he was 
found to be fine. 
   Like all Basenjis he loved plastic items and would root through visitors 
handbags if they weren’t placed out of reach. His favourite things were 
combs, pens , glasses and on one occasion false teeth. Fortunately we 
heard him chomping and were able to rescue them before he did any      
damage. Not so with Howard’s new glasses which we found mangled on the 
bed soon after he’s got them. They were so badly damaged that at first we 
thought someone had stood on them.

   Another of his escapades involved an open window and a roof. We live in a 
bungalow with rooms upstairs and one day I decided to go and do a yoga 
session with my new DVD. Benji wanted to be with me so I allowed him  
upstairs naively imagining a lovely relaxing session with him gently snoozing 
on the settee. It was a hot day so I opened the velux window and turned to 
put the DVD in. I did think about the window but thought to myself, no of 
course he wouldn’t go out of it. How could I be so wrong, I turned to see his 
little curly tail just disappearing. I rushed to the window and looked out just in 
time to see him disappearing over the apex of the roof. His recall wasn’t good 
at the best of times but of course I immediately began calling him in my most 
enticing voice. At that point Howard arrived home and could hardly believe 
his eyes. He came into the house, upstairs and began to call him, because 
he hadn’t seen Howard all day he decided to come back in. 
   Benji enjoyed Friday evenings when the milk man would call for his money, 
he never came through the side gate but would instead lean over to collect 
the cash, every time Benji would leap up and try to bite him and being unable 
to reach would transfer his frustration onto me, it was so embarrassing as I 
stood chatting calmly whilst trying to fend him off. 
It’s said that Dogs don’t bear a grudge but I’m convinced he did, when we 
moved house he would occasionally manage to get out of the gate,         
particularly if an unwary visitor came through. This would result in him     
running into next doors garden with us right behind him, when we picked him 
up he would growl and sometimes attempt to bite, you had to hold the back 
of his collar to prevent this. However once you placed him back on the floor 
he would charge at you but fortunately not bite, still a bit scary though. He 
behaved in exactly the same way if you had to take something off him that he 
shouldn’t have. 
   In his later years Benji developed a problem with his liver and needed quite 
a lot of daily medication. Due to his food indifference it was a real problem 
sometimes to get the tablets down and also to make sure he had enough to 
eat. 
   He would languish on the settee whilst we spoon fed him tasty morsels of 
human food and then when he’d eaten that would get down and polish off his 
bowl of dog food.  He also liked a bowl of tea in the morning, this also 
seemed to get his appetite going. 
   Despite never managing to train him he trained us very well to live with him 
and it was a very sad day when we lost him aged fourteen years and a half. 
   Looking back from where we are now I realise how much we have learned 
about dogs and in particular, Basenjis.  
   It is initially due to the internet which opened up our world and allowed us 
to connect with other people who had Basenjis that we are in a much more 
informed place now. 
   We have been able to join breed clubs, meet people at shows and swap 
information. 
   Benji may have come into our lives by default but he has given us a lifelong 
love of the Basenji breed.

“I happened to visit your website-I was trying to tell a friend at work about the Basenjis - and did a 
little searching on the Internet. Having lived for a year in a small village in rural eastern Zaire (now 
Congo again) in central Africa, in the midst of Basenjis, I would like to interject some thoughts        
concerning the descriptions of the breed and its habits on your site and elsewhere.”  
 
The description of Basenjis as African '"wild dogs'" is totally incorrect. There are wild dogs in Africa, 
but they are not similar in the least to Basenjis. Basenjis are domestic anima1s. A1though not cared 
for in the manner we expect for pets here (people there don't often live that well), they do live with 
families and are fed and housed by them in their homes. They are prized as hunting dogs and      
protective companions. They also keep the yard free of rats, snakes, etc. The Basongye people that I 
lived with, and other Congolese people, praised them for their bravery and intelligence. They hand 
craft various sorts of soft bells for them to wear to keep track of their whereabouts. They feed them 
from their own meals, although they must supplement their diet with mice and other critters that 
frequent the property. 

 
Basenjis in the small village I lived in were socialised in the manner of domestic dogs elsewhere. Like 
all domestic animals there, they are allowed to roam freely, but also know where home is and spend 
much of their time there, including in the hut/house. They sleep at home. They are bonded and loyal to 
particular individuals or families of people - not just general village dogs. 
 
I did observe that Basenjis are highly intelligent, curious, and physically coordinated dogs. The people 
in my village were well aware of their clever and somewhat mischievous nature, but that happens to 
be a quality that is more tolerated and actually somewhat prized there, among both people and    
animals. I never once saw or heard of a person bitten or otherwise terrorised by a Basenji, although it 
was known to happen in the context of a burglary or assault against their owner. I never observed a 
Basenji damage its owner's property, as seems to be a problem for owners here. 

 
I am suspicious that a fair amount of the problems associated with Basenjis in the U.S. have to do with 
the manner in which they are being raised, hand1ed and trained. They wou1d certain1y suffer in   
behaviour by being “spoiled" (let on the furniture, fed from the table, too much silly attention), being 
trained too little and too lightly and, especially, by not having enough challenging work and physical 
activity. These are by nature, highly active, physical1y tough hunting dogs that need the same sort of 
mentally and physically demanding work and play that other sporting dogs need. Like other active, 
sporting breeds, they are bound to cause trouble if they are expected to be couch potatoes, lap dogs, 
yard dogs, etc. They should live in a home, but get lots of serious brain and muscle work outdoors to 
match their abilities. 

 
Based on my experience around Basenjis in their native home, and by the sound of the comments I 
read from owners on your website and other American owners that I've met, I suspect that what the 
Basenji breed in this country needs is recognition of their fundamental character and the chance to 
excel as field and working dogs. Attention to this character should be paid by breeders, trainers and 
owners.

The two year old dog has become Kelly‟s „shadow‟  

since earlier this year after Kelly and her family first 

met him and in February Kelly and Theo did an   

intensive training course before he came to live with 

her and become her shadow 24/7. 

Before Theo was on the scene Kelly was often out for 

the count for several minutes but now she is awakened 

by Theo, with his loving kiss, within seconds. 

Theo is trained to go and get help if Kelly hurts herself 

when she falls asleep - getting the attention of the 

nearest human and leading them back to Kelly. 

Since Theo arrived Kelly has had a new lease of life 

with more confidence to go out on her own -       

accompanied by Theo of course. 

Theo first came to the attention of the Milton Keynes 

Charity after it became noticed that he could recognise 

the signs when somebody 

was about to have an  

epileptic seizure. 

Dog training staff from the 

charity are working to 

identify the signals that 

Kelly is about to have a 

sleep episode and will be 

teaching Theo to recognise 

them and warn her before 

she drops off.  

Kelly said: “Theo has been 

amazing, he has made a 

huge difference to my life.  I can go out on my own 

with him and feel confident that I will be alright if 

something happens.  When I am out  I am not     

constantly worried about falling asleep.” 

The loyal dog even follows her to the bathroom, just in 

case she falls asleep there as well.

The path to safety 

Michael Hingson, who is blind, was 

on the 78th floor of the World 

Trade Centre in New York on that 

fateful  Tuesday morning when  

the building was struck by a plane 

controlled by a fanatical terrorist. 

 His yellow Lab guide dog 

"Roselle," was sleeping peacefully 

under his desk, and the two had 

been going about their daily 

routines.  Michael is a district sales 

manager and had been hosting a 

meeting of field representatives. 

"I heard a loud noise like a bump and then a lot of 

shaking. It was worse than any earthquake I've ever 

experienced," he said. Michael grew up in Palmdale,  

and had experienced a number of earthquakes. "The 

building started swaying, and the air was filled with 

smoke, fire, paper and the smell of kerosene," he said.  

The plane had struck 15 floors above him. He knew 

something serious had happened, and his first thought 

was to call his wife and then make sure everyone in the 

office was evacuated safely.  

"We knew the emergency exit procedures and people 

did a very good job of following them," he said. 

"Roselle" led him through the dishevelled office and 

to the stairwell to begin the long decent, sometimes 

guiding, sometimes following behind him when 

things were tight. 

Although they didn't feel anything, Michael estimated 

that "'By the time we reached the bottom, it had 

become very hard to breathe," he said. "We were 

both very hot and tired. 'Roselle' was panting and 

wanted to drink the water that was pooled on the 

floor. " 

They continued wa1king away 

from the building. They were 

about two blocks away when 

Tower 2 began to collapse. "It 

sounded like a metal and   

concrete waterfall," he said. "We 

started running for the subway." 

"Roselle" remained focused on 

her work and he kept his com-

mands simple. When they 

emerged and were making their 

way from the scene, Tower 1 

toppled, showering them with 

ash and debris.. "Roselle" 

guided him to the home of a 

friend in Mid-Manhattan where they stayed until trains 

were running again. He finally returned home to his 

worried wife at 7 p.m. 

Reporters spoke to Michael on the day after the  

tragedy, he said that he and Roselle were both feeling 

stiff and sore, but were otherwise fine. "Roselle" had 

been sleeping for a lot of the time, Michael said, "For 

me the saddest part was talking to the firemen as they 

were coming up the stairs - that's what I'll always 

remember most."

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Les: When was this photograph taken? 
 

Irene: Sometime in the early 60‟s. When I left Lark Hill Convent School in Preston 

where I was a border, I joined the Blackpool Girls Choir for a short time. Then I saw an 

advert for the Blackpool and Fylde Light Opera Co. so auditioned and was accepted. The 

company put on shows at the Grand Theatre and my first one was The Desert Song – in 

the chorus. I graduated to solo parts and the last show was “Showboat” where I took 

the part of Ellie May Chipley singing “I‟m just a gal who can‟t say NO”. The company 

was great and I made a lot of friends. At that time I was also in the Young Liberals 

which included a lot of engineers from British Aerospace. I was taken flying in the two-

seaters and actually got to take over the controls some times which was quite thrilling 

as my favourite reading at school had been the “Biggles” books.  

One friend in the company told me that I could make some cash if I sang in the 

“Working Men‟s clubs” so off I went for an audition. I met John in 1967 and he used to 

drive me to clubs out of town. There were some fabulous clubs in those days and I 

performed as far away as Leicester and Cumbria. The pay wasn‟t brilliant but it helped 

us to save up for our wedding. Being in the entertainment business I got to know a lot 

of people so had some good musicians and singers for our evening “bit of a do”. I once 

appeared on the same bill as Ken Dodd when a new club was opened in Blackpool. You 

would be wrong if you think he remembers all his jokes – he had loads of “trip” words 

written on both his cuffs! Naturally my mother wanted to come to see him and spent 

most of the evening telling him what a wonderful voice I had – typical of Mums. When 

I got married I continued with my singing until I became a Basenji freak.  

 

Les:  You‟ve had so many Basenjis which one was your favourite Basenji? 
 

Irene: As I have recently written in the KC Gazette about Basenjis that I admired I 

won‟t duplicate it here. My favourite Basenji is one that I had the best rapport with – 

although it seems wrong to pick out just one as I dearly loved ALL my Basenjis and had 

a wonderful relationship with all those we owned and still miss them today as they 

each had a special place in my life. Champion Bokoto Nile Tattoo (Paddy) was sold to a 

woman in Cumbria but was returned a few weeks later by her friend who came to the 

door with him and shouted at me for selling him to her. Why? Because her friend was 

having a “nervous breakdown” and wouldn‟t be able to cope with a dog. He had the 

sweetest temperament and just wanted to please me all the time. I suppose I felt quite

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protective of him as I didn‟t know what sort of treatment he had with his first owner.  

He was wonderful with the other Basenjis, never squabbled with any dogs and seemed 

always to read my thoughts. I think Les and Ch. Bokoto Nile Foxhunter of Blackpits 

(Hamish) had the same rapport between them. He was great with all the puppies and 

even regurgitated his food for them. BTW – some months later the woman wanted him 

back as she said she was now able to cope! Needless to say she was refused. 

 

Les:  Who do you think was the Greatest Ever Dog Judge and why?  
 

Irene: That is a very easy one to answer. Although there were some excellent judges 

when we first started showing in the 70‟s the one that stands out with me is Bobby 

James. He, like most of his colleagues at the time, was a true dog man through and 

through. I first showed under him when we had Pharaohland Phoebe. Someone told me 

he didn‟t like tri‟s so of course I entered her under him and in the Open class for good 

measure. He gave her 2nd and his critique was the most enlightening I have ever read. 

First he started off with her good points THEN told me her faults. Faults? She hasn‟t any 

has she?  However, when we studied his critique we realised what he meant. As we 

were keen to breed we started our search for that all important stud dog. Bobby taught 

us to be critical and realise what we had or we could never improve. From that time on 

we asked him “what do you think of this one?” and he would always give us a truthful 

answer. That is what we liked about him – he always took the time to talk to people, 

was never standoffish and you could rely on his judgement. He pointed us in the right 

direction and we started to study pedigrees with any photos that we could obtain (years 

later Tom Horner suggested the use of photographic pedigrees in a DW article). Bunty 

Bowers sent us quite a few, which was so helpful that we used Domewood dogs with the 

result, 3 tri champions in the first litter. Bobby, up to his untimely death, went on 

being our Mentor and I am sure that we owe our success to him. He loved Les Siddall‟s 

(your) Hamish and in his critique stated he was “a blueprint for the breed”. 

  

Les: If you weren‟t you who would you most like to be or have been?  
 

Irene: According to the Lord Buddha, this is the wrong question, but if I HAD to choose 

I would like to have been Beatrix Potter. I love reading her stories and was quite   

envious of her being able to live in the Lakes. She must have been quite a strong   

character as, in her day, ladies of her breeding didn‟t work so her parents were not too 

pleased with her decision.
